	Mr. Carter is aged 57 and lives alone. He is partially sighted and has a physical disability. He cannot easily do his own laundry and is embarrassed to let his adult daughter, who lives a few streets away, help him. Otherwise he manages most other personal care and domestic tasks adequately, often with his daughter’s help. Unless he is helped, or he finds a way to get his laundry done every week, Mr. Carter may have to wear less clean clothes and sleep between less clean sheets than he would like.
